  Stage 3 – book conversations

Exploring story through drama techniques

Paired improvisation:

· Explore character motivation/thoughts at key moments within the narrative

Freeze frame and thought tracking: 

· Begin with a group improvisation of an incident at the start of the story.  Freeze frame the action and thought track what they can see, hear, smell and think . 

· Set up a group improvisation at the end of the story.  Freeze frame the action.  Thought track what they can see and how they feel at this point.

Flash back/flash forward:

· Why did incidents/pivotal moments in the narrative occur?
· What would have happened if … Speculate on choices made in the narrative
· What will happen in the future as a result of the incidents in the narrative? How might the characters talk about the incidents in later years?
