Stage 1: Getting to know the readers

Picturing the reader

This needs a sheet of paper and a set of statements about the characteristics of readers (e.g. I often read in bed, I can often predict what will happen in a story, I prefer stories to information books).  Pupils put their names in the middle of the sheet, cut  out the statements that describe them as readers and stick them on the sheet. The closer to the centre of the sheet, the more important the more they apply to the reader concerned.

	I talk about books with other people.



	I read slowly.
	I sometimes feel happy or sad when I read.



	I skip boring parts.
	I picture the places, the people and events in the books I read.



	I read aloud.

	I read in bed.

	I read silently.
	I prefer silence when I read.

	I prefer reading while listening to music.

	I prefer stories to information books.



	I read with other people.

	I prefer information books to stories.



	I get easily distracted when I read.

	I stop reading if I don’t  like a book.



	I often get "lost" in a book.
	I always finish a book whether I like it or not.



	I could never read a book more than once.

	I often look at the ending when I am in the middle of reading a book



	I think about books after I've finished reading them.

	I often re-read my favourite books.
